a) Turn on your computer and start the system.

b) Connect one end of the USB cable to the TSTU-B USB
port and the other end to the USB port on the computer.

c) Plug-in the external power supply and turn the power
b) Fasten the four screws at the bottom of the casing to switch to the ON position.
finish the assembly. Next, peel off the paper from the back
of the self-adhesive rubber feet. Now, place the rubber

d) The system will automatically mount the drive and you
can access it under My Computer.

e) If the drive does not show up, check to make sure the
device has sufficient power and then use the Disk
Management tool for PC users or the Disk Utility for Mac
users to prepare and format the drive.

Q: Can | use my device with bus power only?
A: No, an external power supply is always required.

Q: Does this device have a stand-by function?

A:The device itself does not have a specific stand-by or sleep
function but if the Operating System of the computer
goes into stand-by and the computer as well as the hard
drive supports it, the drive in the external enclosure will
also spin down.
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
